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SW 701 01 Social Policy Analysis

Policy Advocacy Case Presentation Guidelines
Rationale: One of the objectives of the SW 701 course is for students to be able to conceptualize and demonstrate ways of influencing social policy-making through advocacy efforts.  A learning outcome stemming from this objective is the ability to understand the multi-dimensionality of policy advocacy and develop strategies that seek to attain policy gains in these different dimensions. 
For this oral exam, you would need to select a group. You can maintain the same grouping you had for the class debate earlier in the semester. 

1. Select a social policy advocacy initiative that you have either read about or have been involved in. Develop a case study on this policy advocacy initiative or campaign.
2. Use the following guidelines in developing your case study:

a. Provide a brief background of the social policy initiative – brief history, highlights of the policy, description of the policy actors (proponents and opponents), current status of implementation (if applicable)
b. Describe the advocacy initiative including the goals, strategy highlights, and the major players and other stakeholders, Discuss how the advocacy plan addressed the different dimensions of policy success – policy gains, civil society gains, democracy gains. Make sure to provide examples to substantiate your analysis of the policy successes of your advocacy initiative.

c. Write a 5-page case study of your advocacy initiative. The case study should include the following sections: 1) background of the advocacy initiative (1 page); 2) case discussion questions (1 page); and 3)  an analysis of the advocacy initiative using Razon-Abad & Miller’s (1994) framework (3 pages).
d. For the second section of the case study, formulate questions to facilitate a discussion about your advocacy initiative.
e. In applying Razon-Abad & Miller’s framework, identify the policy gains, civil society gains, and democracy gains if any of the initiative. What elements of the advocacy strategy accounted for policy success in these dimensions?
3. Post parts 1 and 2 of your case study on to the class on-line forum by December 3, 2012, 23:55. Post part 3 of your case study on the link for the policy advocacy case presentation Turnitin link. 
4. Classes on December 5 and 12 will be devoted to presentations on your case studies on policy advocacy. Two groups will be presenting for each day. Everyone is expected to read the case studies posted by other groups to the online forum before the presentation. 
5. On your assigned day, your group will be expected to present your case study and lead the case analysis discussion using the questions you formulated for part 3. Be as creative as possible in presenting your case study on an advocacy initiative. After your presentation, your group will lead the class in a discussion analyzing your case study. You will be using the questions you formulated in Part 3 of your case study to lead the discussion. 
6. After your presentation, download the group evaluation form and rate your group presentation. Send your accomplished group evaluation form via email to jhermoso@sfsu.edu no later than December 21, 2012, 23:55.
