As your constituent, I am reaching out to express my concerns regarding the proposed cuts to higher education student aid that were recently approved by the U.S. House Education and Workforce Committee. The Committee recently approved several proposals as part of the Student Success and Taxpayer Savings Plan, a proposal to provide for tax and budget reconciliation instructions. As Congress is working on tax legislation, I want to share my concerns about these proposals, including:

· eliminating subsidized student loans for undergraduate students,
· eliminating Grad PLUS loans for graduate students,
· limiting the availability of federal student aid to the national median cost of specific programs, and
· creating an institutional risk-sharing process that would penalize institutions of higher education.

These proposals, overall, would reduce student aid to low-income students and would impose significant financial penalties on institutions trying to serve those students. According to the American Council on Education, 98% of institutions would have a risk-sharing payment. These proposals would likely put higher education, especially graduate education, beyond the reach of many low-income, first generation, and underrepresented student populations.
