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PREFACE

The Council on Social Work Education, under whose auspices the present
Menual was produced, was established in July 1952 to give focus and
direction to social work education in the United States, its territories
and positions, and Canada, Through a partnership of educational institu-
tions, professional membership associations, national welfare agencies,
and the interested public, the Council prevides an unexcelled opportunity
for all units of the social work profession to work tegether with interested
citizens in promoting sound programs of social work education as an essential
foundation for competent professional pragtice,

Important functions of the new organization include the formulation of
standards for social work education and the evaluation of professional
schools in the light of these standards, Previously, these functions were
carried by the American Association of Schools of Social Work, a membership
organization of professional schools which has now transferred its activities
to the Council on Social Work Education, As a standard-setting body, the
American Association of Schools of Social Work early saw the need for
defining more clearly the educational requirements for the relatively new
professional discipline of social work and, thus, for accreditation,

The professional schools accepted accreditation as a method of self-
regulation which at the beginning carried no legal authority, Over the years,
however, a legal status has become attached to this function through legis-
lation, rules and regulations governing the employment of social work
personnel by federal, state, and local agencles, and the profession as a
whole has recognized the desirability of vesting in one organization full

responsibility for the evaluation and approval of its professional schools,
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The By-laws of the Council on Social Work Educatien center this responsi-
bility in a semi-autonomous Commission on Accreditation, as follows:

The Commission on Accreditation shall have responsibility for formulating
standards and policies for schools of social work for adoption by the
Board of Directors. The Commission shall also formulate and introduce
criteria and methods for the evalvation and approval of graduate profes-
sional educational programs in social work on the basis of standards and
policies approved by the Board of Directors, It shall have authority, on
the basis of such approved standards, policies, criteria, and methods, to
approve or disapprove educational programs of graduate professional schools
of social work. Disapproval of a program shall be accampanied by reasoned
opinion, A sechool which is aggrieved by a decision of the Commission dis-
approving a program submitted by it may file notice of an appeal with the
Board of Directors within thirty days after receipt of netice of the
Commission's decision., When such an appeal is filed, the Board shall
appoint a committee of not fewer than three qualified persons to consider
the appeal, The appeal committee may, after a hearing, affirm the decision
or remand the proceeding to the Commission for further consideration on the
following grounds only: (a) that the Commission acted upon materially
inaccurate or incomplete information; (b) that the Commission failed to

follow the applicable standards, criteria, or methods in reaching its
decision,

The Commission shall adopt regulations to govern its proceedings and
the procedure in appeals,

In fulfillment of the responsibility vested in it, the Commission on Accredi-

tation has prepared the present Manual of Accrediting Standards which states and

describes the criteria and pProcedures used in evaluating professional programs of
social work education., The official statement of general standards for accredit-
ing schools of social work, as adopted by the Delegate Council of the Council on
Social Work Education on June L, 1953, is incroporated as the first chapter of
the Manual,

The Manual represents a distillation of the tested experience of the American
Association of Schools of Social Work and places major emphasis on qualitative,
not quantitative standards, and on the achievement of high standards rather than
standardization of educational programs, The Mammal is intended to serve not
only as a guide in evaluating new programs, but also as a stimulus to self-
appraisal and self-improvement on the part of all schools of social work, Tt

is further designed to provide authoritative information on educational goals
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and standards for all membership groups of the Council, i.e., professional
schoolss underpraduate departments preparing students for later professional
study; employing agencies participating in the field work instruction of social
work students; membership associations engaged in the formulation of standards
for professional practice; and representatives of higher education, other pro-
fessions ard the general public desiring a better understanding of the nature
and content of social work education,

The Commission recognizes that additional data are needed for the elabora-
tion of qualitative standards in such areas of social work education as the
organization and content of certain types of field instruection, the ethical
concepts of the social work profession, the content of social policy in the
curriculum, and others, It is anticipated that other Committeés.of the Council
will take these and similar questions under study and ultimately produce author-
itative information for use by the Aeccreditation Commission in formulating
standards,

The Commission recoenizes, also, that the accrediting process in all the
professions is undergoing change at the present time, New procedures will
inevitably emerge as professional agencies begin to relate their accrediting
responsibilities to institution-wide accrediting conducted under the auspices
of regional accrediting associations.l/ Each profession must accept responsi-
bility, however, for the development of standards in its own field of profes-
sional education and must ensure the participation of its own professional
representatives in the evaluation of a professional school, For social work
education, the present Manual will serve as the basis for the development with
regional accrediting associations of joint questionnaires and cooperative
